The bidding:

The system of bridge I teach is called five-card majors. An opening of One Heart
or One Spade shows a five card major or longer. What if one has two five-card
majors? Then one opens the higher ranking major and rebids the lower ranking one
twice if given the opportunity. The following is a hand that occurred at the

Kootenay Jewel Bridge Club. This is my club which runs every Monday at noon at
the Warfield Hall. A Twoonie talk starts at 11:30am.

South, with 12 high card points (HCP's) and two five-card majors, opens One Spade.
North also has an opening hand with five-card support. He cannot jump to Four



Spades because that would be weak, less than eight HCP's. Therefore, North bids
Two Clubs showing 10 points or more and then jumps to game. An opener opposite

an opener is most often enough for game, ten tricks in a major or nine fricks in No
Trump.

South rebids Two Hearts and North ends the auction with Four Spades.

Opening Lead:

Diamond Ace then Diamond King.

The Play:

Declarer ruffs the second Diamond, draws frump and then runs Hearts pitching
Clubs.

The Result:

Declarer loses a Club and a Diamond for +650.
